 Artisans must produce and display their own work 
 Artisans must have all displayed items priced and available for sale to customers 
 All work submitted must be of the artisan’s original design.  You may not exhibit commercially produced 

merchandise, kits, items assembled from commercially available parts or plans, items using decoupage, or 
merchandise produced using commercial molds.  In addition, artisans may not sell popguns or any other 
item resembling a ―weapon‖ at ArtsFest 

 Jurors and the Athens ArtsFest reserve the right to determine  eligibility of all objects submitted for jurying 
 Artisans may exhibit work in only one medium per booth and in the medium listed on the application.  If an 

artisan wishes to exhibit juried work in more than one medium, an additional booth fee for each medium 
will be required 

 Space requests will be taken into consideration but are not guaranteed 
 Artisans may not share their booth with other parties. (Exception: student artists) 
 An artisan’s acceptance is for the current year’s show only, and is not automatically renewed for any future 

year’s show  
 Food vendors must specify the type of foods they plan to serve 
 Applications must be submitted in a #10 business envelope with a self-addressed stamped 

envelope included for return of materials.  Photos representing work must be individually printed—no 
multiple-image sheets.  Manila envelopes are difficult to process and are not acceptable.
